I wanted to go to an event where 
you felt inspired, like you were part of something special or secret, where 
the sound, the music, the feeling, the transformation of the space all just 
hit you - and you could lose yourself.

We started doing events as a reaction to the how things were going in the 



city. We wanted people who hadn’t directly experienced what excited us 
so much to be able to feel that spark. With that spark, this music can keep 
growing and evolving, but without that, this all fades away and all we are 
left with is the monoliths and historical grave markers. We want to see this 
continue to grow and inspire, we want people to have that place to 
express their personal freedom. To truly be themselves. To create a safe

This all grew organically out of a desire to share this vision with the world. 
In a way promoters are fantasy facilitators, offering an alternate reality 
where music is valued and a top priority.

The greatest goal is that the music could 
remove you from the endless and impatient march of time, so you could 
feel eternity again.
